IV. Jr. High Report

Mr. Miller had lunch with Mrs. Ann Boyer today and all plans are in place for elementary band (Mrs. Boyer is instructor for that program.)  Excited for Mr. Major at the Jr High.  He will be amazing!  Allison Gilles asked for a list of Jr. High students so she can arrange a car pool from the jr high to the high school for after-school marching band Monday and Wednesday practices.

V. Review of Steel Days Breakfast

The breakfast went really well.  $1800 in tickets at the door, about $700 more than last year.  Band students didn’t sell as many this year—probably because they had just been selling stoves-in-a-can.  Lots of people gave extra over ticket price, expressing desire to help with band which was really nice—these are people that don’t even have family in the band—just AF residents that are supportive.  Many positive comments were received about the band—one old lady used to have kids in band many years ago—said she would help at band camp if they’d still let her come!  Only had to pay for eggs, food permit, and propane.  Plenty of people showed up to help, could’ve used more for clean-up, as always.  Carol Hulet assigned to give official thank-you note to Dennis @ A Fresh Market.  Photographers put photos on a CD to give to Dennis.  Maybe a band photo?  
VI. Review of 26.2 Fun Run

Band kids helped at aid station to earn a little money.  It went great!  All the kids who signed up showed up to help—a few came and played trumpets for passing runners.  Received many positive comments from runners who liked that.  Osborne’s have a list of kids to be paid and will contact Dave Murphy at 735-3900 to get the money earned.

VII. Fundraising
Mr. Miller
Stove in a Can fundraiser—we will be letting the kids sell again soon—maybe October so people can get for Christmas gifts?  May need to be September since October is so busy with show season.  Sold a total of @ 3760 cans—bringing in $56,000.  Other bands are also using this as a fundraiser.  Just did Lehi and Farmington.  For other bands, $1 for every can sold goes into AF band account.  Terelyn reported that Davis had also contacted her and was interested in selling the cans—they are waiting for trip approval before proceeding with fundraising.  Money from cans sold can now go to tour fees or next year’s band fees.  Extra fuel cells are also being sold now.  Next year looking into maybe selling Starving Student cards as a fundraiser.  More details later.


VIII. Open Issues
Mr. Miller
a) Upcoming Events:
Saturday, August 6th-Mr. Miller decided to add this parade.  Watched Days of ’47 Parade and felt some regret that AFMB wasn’t marching.  Many of band kids live in Highland—felt we should support the city.  Students need to meet at Highland Elementary at 9:30 a.m. in full uniform—no instrument cases.  Parade ends at Legacy Park in Highland at 11:30 a.m.  Band dads will have trailers there by 9:00.  When dropping off kids, come in from the North—road to the south is parade route and will be closed.
Monday, August 15th- Thursday, August 18th Band Camp in Delta, UT.    Anyone who wants to come help is welcome—we want you to come!  Contact Deb Nelson.  Tim Osborne will transport bus drivers.  Every band member needs name (first only) and dot number on front and back of two white t-shirts.  Section moms contact section leaders to arrange so you can help.  Terelyn has stencils to be used by all sections.  Section leaders will provide paint.  Dot numbers need to be LARGE—only one set of large stencils.  Purpose is so Mr. Miller can look out over field and see each person’s name and number—so make them as clean and pristine as possible—don’t let kids get too artsy!  Also, please paint on grass, not cement so we don’t get school custodian angry at us!  Section moms—please contact parents of kids in your section to ensure they know what band camp section food assignment is.  It is essential that we receive this food items!  2011 MB shirts are done and will be distributed at band camp.  Family members can buy shirts @ family night.  Still looking for another site to hold band camp in the future.  It’s windy in Delta and transportation is very expensive.  The facility is cheap—only @ $750 total for the 4 days, but buses to take kids down are $790 per bus (this year it will take 5 buses to get everyone there.)  Looking for a place within 20 miles but secluded.  Needs kitchen facilities to feed 300+ and separate sleeping quarters for boys and girls.  High schools are not available because football teams are having 2 a day or 3 a day practices at this time of year.  Maybe a jr. high?  Let me know if you have any thoughts/ideas about possible locations.
Tuesday, August 30th-Elementary Tour.  Will have buses from high school and one from AFJH.  Need one parent chaperone and one band dad to pull the trailer.  Parent meeting will probably be the 31st (It was held on Thursday, September 1st)  A parent letter will go home with every 5th and 6th grade student in the 5 feeder schools.  Some will email—some will be mailed and music stores will cover cost of postage.  It was brought up that charter schools in the area should also be contacted to make their students aware of elementary band.  Mr. Miller said he would contact Mrs. Boyer to take care of that.
Friday, Sept 16th and Saturday, Sept 17th- Fall Cleaning Camp.  Friday 3-9 pm, Saturday 8 am-5 pm.  Will probably send home for dinner on Friday, provide lunch on Saturday about 12 noon?  (An extra cleaning camp for Friday & Saturday, Sept 9th -10th has since been added.)
Monday, Sept 19th- Family Show—This may be moved to the another date—possibly the 27th or 28th?  District discourages Monday night activities.  Most of booster members present expressed that they didn’t mind it on Monday night because it was a family activity.  Tuesday and Wednesday nights interfere with YM/YW activities for many band members.  (Now currently on schedule for Tues Sept 27th)

b)Items of Business:
*Marching Band Show:  Name changed to “Shades of Conflict”  Show is going well—right where we want it to be.  We are to set 25—the opener (out of the 52 we have received so far) No movements—two “Parts”  Two tunes were used to arrange music.  We’re a little behind musically—not as far as we wanted to be at this point.  Front Ensemble is doing well.  Battery struggling a little but they’ll get there.  In some aspects, this is the hardest show we have ever done.  Leon May—one of top two drill writers in the country.  He usually charges $10,000 for drill.  He gave us a discount to $8,000.  He is amazing!! The drill is incredible.  The music is also challenging—may have John Meehan rewrite some of the woodwind parts—fingering is extremely challenging.
*Photo book for Band Camp ASAP:  being built right now.  Will use some binders from last year or order binders through school to get cheaper prices.  Making 6 total—5 to stay together and one to divide up by sections.  Organize alphabetically by section.  Nurses want extra copies of photos to put on medical forms.  Drum majors would like books—can copy pages for cheaper versions for them.  Working on a digital “book”
*Region MB Competition on October 6th:  trying to move this to another date.  We are in a new Region—formerly was just Riverton and Bingham and they have always had a competition with each other (Mr. Miller has judged it in the past.)  They really want AF to participate now that we are in the same region.  We will probably try to attend this.  It will probably be held at Bingham.  (Riverton is getting a new director.)
*Corporate fundraising:  Committee has been meeting and has exciting things going on.  Report what is going on to Stephannie and Terelyn.  Looking at what we can do to continue to foster the great corporate relationships that we have.  Mr. Miller, Dan Adams, and Troy Mace met with Savage recently—Mr. Miller reports that it was a very successful visit—and Savage gave them some amazing pens!  Very positive and very committed to the band.  Doug Smith Auto is also very committed to helping band—asked for invoices for percussion equipment totaling @$26,000.  They have paid for things in the past and all they do is extremely helpful and appreciated.  Mentioned some current percussion needs and they will see what they can do to help with it.  Macy’s logo and date of upcoming Rose Parade are to be added to trailer.
