b)Items of Business:

*Marching Band Show:  called “On the Edge (of insanity!)” John Meehan rewrote 3 times (at Mr. Miller’s insistence!)  No breaks or movements—all one piece.  Drill is being written by one of the Top 2 drill writers in the nation—Show will be more of BOA style than AF has ever done.

*Uniforms—uniform people have done a fabulous job!  Very organized—over 200 uniforms were issues in 2 days.  Uniforms will be checked on May 4th—won’t get gloves on May 10th until their uniforms pass inspection.  Hats (to replace broken ones) and rain covers for hats are being ordered.

*Stadium of Fire—Not doing it this year.

*Pool Party?  No decision made yet—maybe

*Instructors update—Jr. High--Mr. Arnold probably not coming back.  He will be in town the week of band camp and accepted invitation to come to band camp.  Mr. Miller sent an e-mail out to people he knows about jr. high position opening this week and has already gotten 20-30 replies from interested parties—even high school directors willing to take jr. high position to be part of AF program.  Miss Meyers will be considered for position—she has done a great job this past year.  Working with another candidate tomorrow afternoon.  Other candidates will be working with jr. high band classes in the coming weeks.

Percussion—Mr. Groover will be returning to school to get a master’s degree.  Twelve qualified candidates applied for percussion director, have narrowed it down to top 5.  Coming from all over—PA, IN, CO, TX, SCL.  Same caliber as Huestis, want to be a part of our program to help “take it to the next level.”  May 16th five finalists will meet with percussion students.  Each candidate will meet with the various percussion groups for 1 ½ hours.  Percussion students will be at the high school working with candidates from 2-10 p.m.  Will invite two back to work with students the following day if close.  Final decision will be made May 17th.
