	Kids to bring their own lunches every day.  Probably get done by noon on Friday.
Band moms to serve fruit in afternoon at 3 pm.  Need Gatorade from water people.  Parade Practice Safety cars needed—let Smith family know.
Tuesday June 21st	Booster BBQ/Meeting	Fox Hollow Golf Course 6 pm sign up to bring salad or dessert
Saturday June 25th	Lehi Parade--call time will be on Charms as soon as we get it.  Instructions for section moms and water people:  kids will go to AFHS—arrive in uniform—transport to park in buses.  Section moms will have 10-15 minutes immediately upon arrival at park to fix hair, check uniforms, etc.  Be adamant about pant length at first parade or we’ll have trouble with it all season.  Any problems from kids, let Mr. Miller know—they won’t march—unacceptable.  Once kids are called into brass and woodwinds arch, they are off limits!  Pit will be marching in parades this year—cymbal line, ethnic drums, etc.  Kids will not have plume on hat if they haven’t passed off parade tune.  Have water table set up at park—kids will get water right before block up, and water again as close to buses as possible at end of parade.  Harts will donate ice and also there is ice here at AFHS. Stick with the band trailers/support team so you can get through police barriers at end.  Do NOT want parents walking alongside band—spectators at parade can’t see band! We don’t even let all staff members walk with band.  Only a nurse or two and one or two water people are allowed to follow the band during parade.

Dr. Tim is amazing—kids will come out excited, pumped!  It is positively life-changing.  (This clinic is open to all band students in the state.)
Wednesday, July 6th Corps Encore  Will let you know schedule and prices as soon as possible.  Will be about $22-$32 a ticket.  We will be hosting Blue Devils here at AFHS during the day—students can come watch/listen.  Phantom Regimen will be @ Lone Peak HS.  We will leave for show around 5 p.m.  The performance is in SLC this year.
